CALL TO ORDER:


President Smith resumed the meeting of April 28, 2026.  
ANY ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA: None. 
DISCLOSURES OF POTENTIAL CONFLICTS OF INTEREST:


The Board noted that, on behalf of the District's Directors, general disclosure forms had been filed with the District's Secretary and with the Colorado Secretary of State's Office. The Board members noted no revisions.
NEW BUSINESS: 
a. Jeffrey Hampton, CDOT Region 1 West Program, Tunnel Resident Engineer – presenting information, including tentative schedule, for the 2026 US 6 tunnel work.
Mr. Hampton went through the slide presentation (attached), explaining that to meet federal requirements, tunnels have to be inspected once every 2 years. Clear Creek/US 6 tunnels were inspected in 2025, showing decay in tunnels 1, 2, 5 & 6. There were no issues between tunnels 2 and 3. The challenges are that the contractor indicates they may need 6-8 weeks for this work. CDoT anticipated 1-2 weeks for Tunnels 5 & 6 and 1-2 weeks for Tunnels 2 & 3. CDoT is currently working with the contractor to determine how these fit within the remaining time in the contract and to see whether they can push the work back. 

Mr. Hampton stated that they do not have a schedule right now, but are working on it with the contractor.

Director Peate stated that September is better for us, after Labor Day. He also wanted to make sure that this project coordinates with the I-70 project regarding the closures of Exit 244 and the closures with the P2Ps project on US 6.

Mr. Hampton stated he remains in contact with both the I-70 project lead and the P2Ps project leads, so the tunnel project and both I-70 and P2Ps will be coordinated. He went on to say that he would look into delaying the project until after Labor Day and would get back to Manager Hailey once he has the schedule. 

Matt Robbins, P2Ps project, indicated that the Huntsman phase of this project should wrap up in September, and then there will be a 5- to 6-month design period for the next phase, so no closures during that time. 

The board thanked CDoT and P2P representatives for attending this meeting and providing the updates.
